•	Present your TIPIC and Motorcycle Ohio 
course waiver card to the Deputy Registrar 
at the Ohio BMV within 60 days of course 
completion.

•	Graduates under 18 years of age must meet 
all Graduated Driver Licensing requirements.

Step 1: To help you study for the Knowledge test, be 
sure to pick up a Motorcycle Operator Manual and a 
Digest of Motor Vehicle Laws from any license agency, 
exam station or online at www.bmv.ohio.gov.

Step 2: Proceed to any exam station to complete the 
knowledge test. Be sure to bring two forms of ID. (No 
cost)

Step 3: Upon successful completion of the knowledge 
test, proceed to any BMV license agency to purchase 
your TIPIC. Note: if you are under 18 years of age, a 
parent or legal guardian must sign permission for the 
TIPIC to be issued.

Contact Motorcycle Ohio (www.motorcycle.ohio.gov 
or 1-800-83-RIDER) to schedule a Basic Rider Skills 
course. Upon successful completion of a Basic Rider 
Skills course, present your TIPIC and waiver card to the 
Deputy Registrar at the Ohio BMV within 60 days of 
course completion to obtain your motorcycle license or 
endorsement.

With your motorcycle TIPIC, contact a driver license 
exam station or visit www.ohiodrivingtest.com to make 
an appointment for the skills test.
