» Brake failures (19%) and tire blowouts (19%) were the most common issues in defect-
related crashes. In fatal defect-related crashes, tire blowouts were responsible for 31% of

crashes.

OSHP Vehicle Defect Traffic Stops

* From 2018 to 2022, OSHP troopers made more than 345,000 traffic stops in which a vehicle
defect was found. Common defects included lights being out (tail lights, brake lights,
headlights), window tint being too dark, cracked windshields and/or missing or expired

registration stickers.
