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Unbelted Deaths and Injuries

= Cuyahoga County (2,088) leads the state in unbelted fatal and serious injuries since 2019, followed by Franklin
(1,375), Hamilton (1,052), and Montgomery (872) Counties. Combined, these four counties account for more than
one-third (35%) of unbelted fatal and serious injuries in the state.
